Introduction to a new theme:
· Define the term: Challenges
· Introduce different types of challenges faced in life.
· Discuss ways to overcome obstacles faced in life.
· Discuss how setting personal goals and a purpose in life , helps a person overcome challenges faced by him.
· Discuss how understanding our challenges can help us to identify strategies to help overcome them.
· Discuss how everyone has challenges and we can always work to improve the areas that we aren’t strong in.
Lesson 1: The Crocadile Hunter
1) Pre-reading:
· Explain what Biography means.
· Lead in questions: write the questions on the board, ask students to work in pairs and share information. The teacher’s role is to guide the students, then ask students to publish their answers and discuss them with the whole class.
· Explain Predicting Outcomes, then solve page 83.

· Direct students’ attention before reading to focus on predictions and what will happen in the story.

· The teacher’s role is to follow up with the reader, explain new words, give synonyms and antonyms when possible, and correct any wrong pronunciation.
· Solve the related comprehension questions while reading.
· Homework : practice reading page 84-85 ( paragraph 1 to 3)
