Academic year: 2025- 2026
Grade: Grade 5
Duration: 3 to 4 weeks



Objectives:
✓ To build knowledge about space exploration and the role of astronauts.
✓ To understand the elements of realistic fiction.
✓ To identify main ideas and supporting details in a story.
✓ To read with fluency and expression.
✓ To learn and use new vocabulary related to space and aspirations.
✓ To recognize kinds of sentences (declarative, interrogative, imperative, exclamatory).
✓ To practice spelling and identifying vowel digraphs ea and ee.
✓ To understand and use synonyms and antonyms.
✓ To write a paragraph with a clear main idea and supporting details.
✓ To develop speaking skills through discussion and performance.
✓ To explore values such as ambition, perseverance, and teamwork.

Introduction to the Theme:
1. Ask students: “What do you want to be when you grow up?”
2. Lead a discussion on astronauts and what it takes to become one.
3. Show images/videos of space and astronauts.
4. Define and explain realistic fiction.
5. Share examples of stories that seem real but are made up.

Lesson Outline
1) Pre-reading:
· Introduce the story "Be an Astronaut".
· Ask prediction questions: What might the story be about? What challenges could the character face?
· Teach the new vocabulary using context clues and visuals.
· Lead into the reading by reviewing main idea and details.

2) While-reading:
· The reading is split into 3 parts.
· Teacher reads the first section aloud, then allows students to take turns.
· Emphasize fluency and correct pronunciation.
· Highlight main idea and supporting details in each section.
· Discuss story structure: beginning, middle, end.
· Ask comprehension questions.
· Homework: Practice reading the passage aloud.

3) Post-reading:
· Practice vocabulary (match words with meanings, use in sentences).
· Ask students to write 3 sentences using the new vocabulary.
· Use story details to create a graphic organizer.
· Summarize the story using First, Next, Then, and Finally.

4) Speaking:
· Discuss: “Would you like to be an astronaut? Why or why not?”
· Group role-play: “Interview an astronaut.”
· Drama Activity: Act out “The Civic Stars.”

5) Grammar Focus:
· Review kinds of sentences: declarative, interrogative, imperative, exclamatory.
· Write examples together.
· Practice from the textbook/workbook pages.
· Activity: Sentence sort game.

6) Spelling and Phonics:
· Focus on vowel digraphs: ea, ee.
· Watch a short video/song to reinforce the sounds.
· Word sort on the board (ea vs. ee words).
· Practice spelling aloud and through dictation.

7) Writing Corner:
· Revise structure of a paragraph: topic sentence, details, conclusion.
· Guide students to write a paragraph about a dream job using main idea + supporting details.
· Peer review: swap with a partner and provide feedback.
· Final draft writing.
