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1. Pre-Reading:
· Review Realistic Fiction
→ Remind students what realistic fiction is and how it reflects real-life events and challenges.
· Activate Prior Knowledge:
→ Ask: What does peace mean to you? Where do you see peace in your life?
→ Brainstorm symbols of peace (e.g., dove, olive branch, handshake) and draw them on the board.
· Engagement Activity:
→ Design a Peace Symbol: Students design their own peace symbol and explain what it represents. Share with the class.
· Teach Cause and Effect:
→ Explain the concept using simple examples (e.g., It rained → we stayed indoors).
→ Solve a cause-effect exercise from the book(pages 80 till 82).
· Introduce Vocabulary Words:
→ Let students guess the meanings through context and images( page 86 till 89).
→ Practice pronunciation and use words in oral sentences.
2. While Reading:
· Divide the story "A Picture of Peace” into 2 parts.
· Teacher reads the first part aloud, modeling fluency and expression.
· Students take turns reading, one paragraph each.
· Teacher explains unfamiliar words, gives synonyms/antonyms, and corrects pronunciation.
· Highlight cause and effect relationships as they appear in the story.
· Ask guiding questions after each section.
· Check Comprehension:
→ Answer cause-effect questions based on the text.
→ Highlight examples of peace and how characters promote it.
· Homework: Practice reading (page: 83) and complete workbook (p.90 till 94)
3. Post-Reading:
· Vocabulary Practice:
→ Use the new words in writing sentences.
→ Complete vocabulary exercises from the workbook (pages 87,88,89).
· Graphic Organizer:
→ Students complete a cause-effect chart based on story events.
4. Speaking Activity:
· Class discussion: How can you bring peace to your home or school?
· Pair work: Practice expressing causes and effects aloud.
→ Example: When I help a friend, it makes them happy.
5. Grammar Focus:
· Topic: Compound Subject and Predicate
· Explanation:
→ Use examples from the text to show compound subjects (e.g., Sam and his sister) and compound predicates (e.g., walked home and talked).
→ Write examples on the board and ask students to identify the compound parts.
· Class Activity:
→ Prepare strips of paper with subjects/predicates. Ask students to form correct or funny compound sentences by matching two strips.
· Workbook Practice: Complete grammar exercises (pages 98 till 102).

6. Spelling and Phonics:
· Focus: Word endings –rse, –rce
→ e.g., horse, nurse, force, source
· Activity:
→ Sort and write the words under correct spelling patterns.
→ Watch a video explaining the difference in sound and spelling.
→ Spelling dictation practice.( pages 103 till 105)
7. Writing Corner:
· Objective: Write a Cause and Effect Paragraph
· Steps:
· Review paragraph structure (topic sentence, details, conclusion).
· Use sentence starters: Because..., As a result..., This led to...
· Brainstorm cause-effect ideas related to peace.
· Activity:
→ Students write a paragraph about how one small act of kindness can create peace.
→ Peer editing and teacher feedback.
· Workbook Writing Pages: Practice and finalize paragraph (pages 112 till 115).
8. Language and Art Integration:
· Crafts for Peace
→ Students create a peace-themed collage or poster using drawings, words, or magazine cut-outs.
→ Display them on a "Wall of Peace" in the classroom.
