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Objectives
· To build background information about the important character traits children need to develop into their adult life.
· To introduce the genre of short story to children.
· To introduce realistic fiction.
· To define point of view, and help students identify the different types of point of views.
· To identify the theme of a story.
· To practice Suffixes and double constant.
· To practice phonetic rules: Final /a r/ spelled -er,-or,-ar
· To review nouns, and differentiate between singular and plural nouns.
· To be aware of singular possessive nouns, and the correct use of apostrophe.
· To be aware of plural possessive nouns, and the correct use of an apostrophe.
· To write a  narrative paragraph.
· Explain parts of an essay.
· To write a process essay.

Introduction to the theme:
1. Define the term Character traits.
2. Introduce the different Character traits.
3. Discuss the good and bad character traits.
4. Discuss how good character traits help a person develop properly in their adult life.
Lesson 2: Eleven 
1. Pre-reading:
· Explain what is a short story.
· Lead in questions: write the questions on the board, ask students to work in pairs and share information. The teacher’s role is to guide the students, then ask students to publish their answers and discuss them with the whole class.
· Explain point of view and solve page 178.
· Introduce the new vocabulary words, let students guess their meanings through context.
· Direct students’ attention before reading to focus on point of view.

2. During Reading:
· The lesson is divided into 3 parts. the teacher reads the first page one time then asks who likes to read.
· The teacher chooses one student to start, and move to another student each paragraph.
· The teacher’s role is to follow up with the reader, explain new words, give synonyms and antonyms when possible, and correct any wrong pronunciation.
· Solve the related comprehension questions while reading.
· Homework: practice reading page 179.

3. Post-reading:
· Practice vocabulary pages 182-183.
· Ask students to write sentences using new vocab words.

4. Speaking:
· Suffixes and Double constants
· Watch a related video.
· Practice words on the board.

5. Grammar:
· Review Singular and plural nouns .
· Review possessive nouns.
· Explain Singular possessive nouns.
· Practice page 189-190-191
· Activity: Choose an animal, such as a bear. Ask the students what the animal is like, steering the conversation to responses like "a bear has brown fur" and "a bear has sharp claws." Write these sentences down. Then ask for volunteers to "translate" these sentences to have a possessive noun: a bear's fur is brown. A bear's claws are sharp. Repeat with other animals, preferably those with distinguished features: a giraffe, an elephant, a rabbit.
